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Greetings in the mighty name of our Lord and Savior Jesus, 
 
Today, as I write this, the weather has begun to cool off, the humidity has 
abated, and we can sense that change is in the air.   
With the change in the weather comes the changes we associate with fall, 
the color changes in the leaves, the beginning of the migration of birds, and 
the fall flowers begin to bloom.  We feel the crispness of the air, and hear 
the roar of crowds at football and soccer games.  

Often, we associate fall as the unofficial beginning of the new year, even though 2022 is a few 
months away, with school starting, it feels like a new beginning.   
As you have seen in your bulletins, choir has begun to prepare for their season of helping our 
congregation to worship God with music.  We will once again begin to ñpass the platesò for 
our returning to God our Tithes and Offerings, and September 26th will see the start of a new 
study group, called Cherished, who will be learning about five Old Testament women of faith.  
We are still diligently preparing for Communion to move to the Altar in a safe way.  
Today we are continuing to prepare for more of our ñnormalò activities to return in a safe and 
responsible way.  For instance, we would like to resume Sunday School, the Nursery, and 
Wednesday night programs.  Our Christian Education leaders and I are working hard to find 
teachers, mentors, helpers, and nursery workers to bring back those needed programs for our 
church.  
I humbly ask that you continue to seek the Lord for this need in our church to be filled.  Be 
open to hear if maybe you are the answer to these prayers. 
Some may ask why we need to start Christian education programs; the answer is that disciple-
ship is an integral part of our being a Christian, however without proper training and mentor-
ing that is not possible.  We as a church need to teach and train people into holistic disciple-
ship, a lifestyle of living for Christ in a way that shows people that we belong to God. 
This is a major purpose in the life of a church, to bring one another up in the ways of God.  
You have heard me preach upon what God told Moses in Deuteronomy 6:4ï9 (NLT) ñListen, 
O Israel! The L  is our God, the L  alone.  And you must love the L  your God with 
all your heart, all your soul, and all your strength.  And you must commit yourselves whole-
heartedly to these commands that I am giving you today.  Repeat them again and again to your 
children. Talk about them when you are at home and when you are on the road, when you are 
going to bed and when you are getting up.  Tie them to your hands and wear them on your 
forehead as reminders.  Write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.ò 
We are the children of God, and St. Paulôs is our church, our place where we gather to Wor-
ship our God, to train up our fellow church goers.  To walk alongside each other so that we 
can, together, be the hands and feet to Montpelier, to our friends, to our neighbors, and to the 
stranger on the street or at the store. 
I believe God hears our prayers.  I am asking that you will begin to pray with me, everyday at 
5 pm, asking God to move in our hearts, and that we will once again be able to deepen our 
walk with God.  I know that as we pray for that, God will help us to minister to each other and 
to our community.  I believe that He will move us into service, into a place where all the needs 
of our church and our community will be met.  I believe that He will change our hearts, our 
minds, and our lives, and we will become better Christians, better people, and that our love for 
Him and for each other will grow beyond our wildest imaginations. 
Will you join with me in this prayer?

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A message from our new  
District Superintendent Amy Haines: 

 
 

Since March 12, 2020, our pastors have been trying to lead the church in ways for which they 
were never trained. They have learned video production and Facebook Live. They have learned 
to follow ever changing health regulations. They have experienced new ways of doing every-
thing from worship to funerals to zoom Bible studies. As I have met with pastors for their one-
on-ones over the past two months, I have heard stories of creative ways of offering worship 
and loving the communities around us. I give thanks for the ways that you have allowed the 
Spirit to lead you as you tried parking lot worship or weekly newsletters, drive through com-
munity meals and online studies! Yet I have also heard stories from pastors who are weary. 
Weary of fights over masks. Weary of doing too much themselves. Weary of a hurting world. 
Weary of the desire to return to the ways thing were.  
Brothers and sisters, there is no going back. Not to 2019 and definitely not to 1960. Our world 
has changed. Our churches have changed. Our lives have changed. But that does not mean God 
has changed! God is still God, and we are still Godôs people. God still offers us forgiveness 
and redemption, love and grace, hope and new life. God still calls us to be the church, even as 
the ways we live as the church change. We still have good news to believe in, live by, and 
share with others! Let us now live into a new normal, open to the movement of the Holy Spirit. 
As the prophet Isaiah proclaimed: ñDonôt remember the prior things; donôt ponder ancient his-
tory. Look! Iôm doing a new thing; now it sprouts up; donôt you recognize it? Iôm making a 
way in the desert, paths in the wilderness.ò (Isaiah 43:18-19 CEB) What might that new nor-
mal look like? While the Spirit will move us in different directions, according to context, abil-
ity, and willingness, maybe a new normal would look like offering the Gospel in both digital 
and in-person formats. Maybe a new normal would look like laity stepping up to serve along-
side their pastors. Maybe a new normal would look like showing compassion and respect for 
one another, even when we disagree and come from differing backgrounds. Maybe a new nor-
mal would look like new partnerships formed outside our church walls to care for our neigh-
bors. Maybe a new normal would look like new expressions of worship. The possibilities for 
this new normal are endless! Join me in prayerfully looking ahead, knowing that God is al-
ready making a way for us through the uncertainty of this time. Then let us step out in faith and 
faithfulness to make Godôs possibilities a reality.
