The Pondering Pastor: 

We are now three months into a new year, 2023. In January, our look at 
the New Year is one of hope. We say things like; I am hopeful this year 
is better than last. In February, our hope is usually tempered by the 
dreariness of winter weather, but still hopeful about the future. But  
usually by March we have succumbed to the idea that nothing really 
changes. 
In Revelation 5:1ï4 (CSB) we read: ñThen I saw in the right hand of 
the one seated on the throne a scroll with writing on both sides, sealed 
with seven seals. I also saw a mighty angel proclaiming with a loud 
voice, ñWho is worthy to open the scroll and break its seals?ò   But no 

one in heaven or on earth or under the earth was able to open the scroll or even to look in it. I 
wept and wept because no one was found worthy to open the scroll or even to look in it.ò  
The apostle John had just heard the litany of Jesus telling him about seven churches and their 
problems and now he sees God the Father holding a scroll which John is excited to see, one 
he hopes holds good news about the future. But no one can open it. This reinforces Johnôs 
pessimism, his despondency about the future. 
It is easy to see the problems surrounding us and begin to think nothing will ever change.  
We see wars, hear of rumors of even more wars, and the verbal attacks of one religion 
against another. We see constant infighting of our governmental leaders. We see our  
retirement funds and investment funds dwindle. We see our health declining and we can 
begin to be depressed, with more concern and worry plaguing us. 
In Psalm 46 we see that the psalm writer sees what we are seeing, wars, poor economies,  
natural disasters, and infighting. Yet, interspersed throughout the Psalm he also sees glim-
mers of hope. Yet, the most comforting verse is the last verse where God tells the writer, and 
us, this message: (my paraphrase) Peace, be still. Rest on me for I am God. You are mine and 
nothing can separate me from you, so rest on me. 
In Johnôs vision in Revelation chapter five, John then sees a lamb, a sacrificed 
lamb come and take the scroll. He then sees in this great hope. The rest of the chapter is a 
hymn of praise. The last two verses read: Revelation 5:13ï14 (CSB) ñI heard every creature 
in heaven, on earth, under the earth, on the sea, and everything in them say, Blessing and 
honor and glory and power be to the one seated on the throne, and to the Lamb, forever and 
ever! The four living creatures said, ñAmen,ò and the elders fell down and worshiped.ò 
The world around us can scare us, and often makes us worried and sometimes we can 
become depressed and overwhelmed. But never forget, God is our refuge and strength, an 
ever-present helpé In our times of trials and turmoil, nothing is impossible with God.
